One of my friends went to *! Thailand last year to study,
and she told me about her stories and experiences there. She
stayed with a local family, and their family job was *2insect

insect farming is more eco-friendly. It uses a smaller amount
of land, water, and produces fewer *4greenhouse gases. And,
insects grow so fast! Insects are now becoming a new popular

world will not have enough food. { (O ) I learned that it is
not only eco-friendly and *7 sustainable, but also *8 nutritious.

I am now interested in insects as food. So, I studied more
about it. I was surprised that Japanese people have eaten
insects for a long time. In Japan, eating insects has a long
history. Inago are *grasshoppers, and are one of the
traditional insect foods in Japan.

They are usually cooked, fried, and enjoyed
as snacks in Nagano and Yamanashi.

Hachinoko are another traditional insect food. They are the
babies of *!lbees.

They were the source of protein and nutrients for the people
in mountain areas a long time ago because they could not
easily get fish for protein. I heard this custom is still
continued in Nagano, Gifu, and Aichi. I also heard Hachinoko
are not only used as a food, but are also used as a medicine.
Isn’t that amazing?

It is interesting to think about insects as food for the
future. These days, I see insect snacks at some stores and
Internet shops. I was also surprised that people in some
parts of Japan have eaten insects for a long time. My friend
taught me that insect farming is good for the environment. I
think insect farming and eating insects are eco-friendly. They
may help us solve food *12ghortage problems in the world.
After preparing this presentation, I started to think more
about our future. We all need to help each other and live
sustainable lives together for our future. Thank you for
